A5 such relief have to be
continued to the families of innocent civilians adversely
affected as a result of terrorist violence/by security
forces acting in aid of c¢ivil power, in all the districts,
The question of enhancement of various relief/concessions
were under consideraticn of the Government and now it

has been decided as under :-

1(4) Ex-gratia grant

The amount of ex=gratia grant has been

enhanced from R.20,000/= to #%,50,000/~- for the next of

kin of innocent civilians killed in terrorist violence/

by security forces acting in aid of civil power. Out of
Rs450,000/=, K.20,000/- shall continuc to be paid ag before
and the remaining amount of K,30,000/= would be invested
in National Savings Scheme/Certificates in his/her favour,
The widows of the terrorists victims who have already been
ailotted LIG houses, free of cost, shall not be eligible
for the payment of additional amount of ex=-gratia grant of
fs430,000/=, This decision shall have retrospective effect
from 1-8-1982 onwards. Th:ex-gr‘atia grant shall be
disbursed to the next of kin of innocent civilians in
the following order of priority :-

i) Widow/Widower;

ii) Sons a nd daughters dependent on/serving

the deceased, in equal share;

iii) Grand sons and grand-daughters dependent on/

scrving the deceased, in equal share ;

iv) Mother

v) Father ;

vi) Dependent brothers and sisters, in equal
shares

The factum of sons and daughters, grand sons and grand-
daughters actually dependent on the deceased or serving him
will be determined by the concerned Sub=Divisional Officer
(Civil) after enquiry. In case, the innocent civilian
killed was a minc::r, ex=gratia grant is to be disbursed in
the following order of priority to the exclusion of all
others &=

i) Mother 3
