I am directed to say that in pursuance of the assurances given by the Prime
Minister and the Home Minister during discussion on the Report ol Justice
Nanavati Commission of Inquiry into 1984 riots in the .ok Sabha and the Rajya
Subha, the matter has becn considered by the Governménl and it has been
decided lo sanction ex-gratia amount and other assistancs to the victims of 1984
riots as mentioned below: i

/(1) Ex-gratia amount @ Rs. 3.5 lakh would be paid in cach case of
i death during the riots, This will be in addition to the amount alreudy
paid by the respective State Governments;

(1)  Ex-gratia amount in case of injuries will ve paid (@ Rs.1.25 lakh

| minus the amount already paid by the Statc Governments;

(1))  All death cases which took place intrains during the 1984 riots
would also e considered lor payment of ex-gratia afller duc
verification. ‘The Government of Punjab, Ministry of Defence and
Railways are to assist in verification of claims and identilying such
cases;

(iv) No new claims for grdnt of ex-gratia for death or injury would be
entertained.  Only those who received ex-gratia earlier should be
eligible [or the cnhanced additional ex-gratia amount. However, il
there are any pending or disputed cascs which are awaiting decision
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for want of the necessary proof /fevidence, such cases can be
considered if they are Tinally accepted as genuine claims,

[ix-gratia for damaged residential properties would be paid @ 10
times the amount originally paid after deducting the amount already
paid;

Ex-gratia for damaged uninsured commercial/industrial propertics
would be paid (@ 10 times the amount minus the amount already
paid;

: ChllerMmbﬂrs of those who died in the riots of 1984 will

be given preference in recruitment in para-military forces, IR

Similarly placed familics of victims of the riots living in other Stutes
may also be given Rehabilitation Grant at the rate of Rs. 2 lakh per
family.
