Sir,

In addressing you on the subject noted above I am directed to say that the matter

- with regard to the payment of relief to the victims whose shops houses/household
articles are burnt/damaged by unsocial elements/agitators/mobs was under the con-

sideration of Govt. for somtime past. Some such incidents have recently frappened

in the State of Punjab at Amritsar and Patiala and the affected persons have -been

given compensation. In order to adopt a uniform policy, the State Government

have decided  that the following criteria should be adopted to grant the
compensation in such cases, in future:—

(i) The victims whose houses, business premises have been damaged/bumt

by mob or otherwise during disturbances, may be paid relief upto 509
of the loss, after vertification.

(i) .Rs. 10,000/- be given in case of death of a person in the incident of mobr
violence: and

Gii) Rs. 2,000/- per head be given to the persons who ate serrously injured
in such incidents.

2. The said relief may be paid provided there is insurance cover in such cases
including insurance: cover in such cases i.e. the compensation shall be limited to
the extent of 507; of the total loss including insurance covcr. For example, if the
total loss in a case has been assessed at Rs. 50,000/- by the competent authority, ther
Governmznt shall pay 509 of the loss i. e. Rs. 25,000. Further, if the claimant

has received or is likely to receive the insurance amount of Rs. 10,000/~ them
Government shll pay Rs. 15,000/~ only to the victim.

3. I am, therefore, to request you to keep in view the said decision while: ‘
making your recommendations, in such cases, to Government in future.

In supsrsession of Memo. No. 315-2H(1)/1495, dated the 24th Janvary,

A
parson will be decmed to have been “seriously injuzed” in case he
suffers an injury mentioned inthe Annexure appended to this letter.
An amount of Rs. 5,000/- may be given if the nature of injury in-
